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As we enter an election season of generational importance, it is worth stepping back to consider two
forces that will play into our national policy options: first, the split between public health and medicine and
second, history itself. If ignored these forces are sufficiently powerful to derail efforts to improve the health
and well being of the public.

The split between public health and medicine dates back to the beginning of the 20th century when the
scientific method led to unprecedented advances in our understanding of disease etiology. Clinical medicine
promoted the health of the individual patient, leaving the health of the public to federal, state and local agen-
cies. With the creation of schools of public health supported by the Rockefeller Foundation the unfortunate
dichotomy between public health and medicine was institutionalized and indeed encouraged with the almost
exponential growth of schools of public health in the late 20th century. Effectively, the care of individual ill-
ness and disease took place on one side of the street; the care of population health and well being took place
on the other side.

The complex and challenging problems of individual and population health need solutions from both
sides of the street. Dr. Michael McGinnis ' at the Institute of Medicine recently highlighted a number of is-
sues that require close cooperation and collaboration between public health and medicine. These include in-
novations in diagnostic and treatment technologies, bioterrorism, emerging infectious diseases, information
technology, genomics, healthcare costs, and social determinants of health. Ignoring the interdependence of
these disciplines may well lead to massive investments in hollow promises.

The second force is history itself. In 1958 Sir Geoffrey Vickers noted that "(h)istory sets the goals of
public health." > The same can be said for medicine. We may desire to influence health and health care pol-
icy toward improving access to care or promoting healthy lifestyles or cleaning up the environment, but what
motivates us may be out of sync with other equally compelling recognized societal needs. History teaches that
what makes imminent sense at one point in time, say during the run up to the presidential election, may not
remain a priority once the election dust settles. We feel passionately about our goals, yet should also recog-
nize that "the history of public health might well be written as a record of successive redefining of the unac-
ceptable."

Our challenge in meeting the health needs of individuals and populations depends upon the recogni-
tion that the schism between public health and medicine, and the force of history are critical parts of the pol-
icy calculus. "Healing the schism" : sharpens the focus for complex policy choices while clarifying the impacts
of history on what choices are possible.

The generational opportunity for improving personal and population health in large measure rests with
understanding and embracing the forces that drive change.
